The EIA process requires a review of national and international legislation, baseline studies, impact assessment and the development of an environmental management plan (EMP) to minimize negative impacts and maximize positive effects. Often, an EIA is required at an early stage in the project cycle to obtain the environmental permit from the authorities that allows the development to proceed.
For less complex projects, we produce an environmental plan (EP) and or environmental impact statement (EIS) sufficient to obtain the necessary permit on behalf of the client.
ECORAL Technologies rarely consider the production or submission of the assessment report to be the end of involvement in the permitting process. If so instructed, we will follow the permit application through the government approval process and negotiate the permit’s conditions on behalf of the client.
